Year 2 -

Option 1 is any level 2 module on page 24



Tax Theory and Practice 2 is an obvious choice for the option.



Elective – any module provided there has been no prior learning.



Electives to consider include Personal Development Planning, Entrepreneurship and Financial Planning.

Year 3 -
Students wishing to maximise exemptions will take Option 3 – FRR, Option 4 – Audit Theory and Practice or Case Studies in M.A.  Note that 6 level 3 modules must be taken, 3 core plus 3 from the options listed on page 21 and that there must be two Level 3 AF modules included (it may be difficult to find a level 3 elective and electives do not satisfy the 90:90:90 – 360/480 rule see University regulation (B3.7 and B3.11).


In Semester 1 of Year 3, you may take an elective as your fourth module and four options in Semester 2 or you may wish to take CO22010 Business System Analysis.

Year 4 - 
Students must take between 3 and 6 level 4 AF modules and can take between 0 and 3 non – AF level 4 option modules.  See Section 8 for option lists and Section for honours classification details (non-options in year IV are electives.  Elective modules do not satisfy the 90:90 rule).

Direct entry students requirements are slightly different – consult your year tutor re module choice.

Remember the 90:90 – 360/480 rule see University Regulation B3.7 and B3.11 and also when choosing modules look forward to those you may wish to do in the future and backward at prerequisites.

Option Modules: as from September 2002 all Napier University Business School modules are options on BA Accounting.

Note that following the move of the IM cognate group to the School of Computing some module names have changed for 2002/2003 and beyond.  From September 2002 IM modules will be numbered CO (with a revised number) i.e. IM 12002 becomes CO12014. However as the degree is called and Information Management (IM) IM means a module from the IM half which will probably be numbered CO.
